
Douglas, who now lives in New York 
City, grew up playing football on side 
streets and back yards in Zephyrhills

 Like many kids growing up in Zephyrhills, 
Douglas grew up tossing the pigskin around with 
friends on weekends and after school. Like many 
kids, Douglas harbored ambitions to play orga-
nized tackle football in high school, college and be-
yond. The only problem? Douglas was a girl.
 “I played a lot of sports growing up in Zephyr-
hills but I fell in love with football,” Douglas said. 
“I was also really good at it and it’s easier to love 
something you’re really good at. I was quick, I 
could catch. I loved how you’d re-group after each 
play, try to out-wit your opponent - it’s like a live 
chess game.”
 Her interest in the sport grew as her father 
Henry would take her to games.
 “My dad and I were inseparable for years,” 
Douglas said. “We’d got turkey hunting, go to foot-
ball games, we’d be gone from early morning until 
dark, we’d go everywhere together.”
 However, Douglas found her outlet limited to 
back yard or street football. There were no pee wee 
or pop Warner leagues that would let her play. While 
the barrier might have stopped her from playing in 
organized leagues, it could not stop her from play-
ing in sand lots and practice fi elds. She began to de-
velop a rapport with the male players she lined up 
against. By the time she got to the ninth grade and 
entered Zephyrhills High School, she was ready to 
try out for the Bulldog football team. She had plenty 
of support.
 “A lot of the players that I’d played with as a 
kid were advocating for me to be given a chance to 
try out for the team,” Douglas said. “I could out-run 
most of them and I think they truly wanted me to be 
on the team.”
 The door remained fi rmly closed. One of Doug-
las’ friends Luan Gore even started a petition to al-
low her to try out but it failed to open the door. 
Douglas would have to redirect her athletic energy 
into golf, one of the only sports open to females in 
the late 1970s at the school. She was even Zephyr-
hills’ ace golfer when she made the state tourna-
ment as a sophomore. By her junior year, volleyball 
and softball came available to play and Douglas 
played both until she graduated in 1977. 
 “I think it hurt my feelings more than anything

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 During the month of August the Pasco County Tax 
Collector’s Office accepted donations from the public to 
support the two key historical societies and museums 
dedicated to preserving the history of Pasco County: the 
West Pasco Historical Society in New Port Richey and 
the Pioneer Florida Museum in Dade City.

else,” Douglas said. “I didn’t understand, I 
mean, so what if I was a girl. If I can beat this 
guy, what diff erence does it make?”
 Douglas’ mother, Christine Krusen Doug-
las is sister of Charles “Buck” Douglas, whom 
Krusen Field is named after. While Douglas 
kept with her mother’s and father’s tradition 
by attending Zephyrhills High, she made a 
break with their degrees from the University of 
Florida by attending Florida State University.
 “It was a house divided,” Douglas said. 
 Douglas would get her fi rst taste of orga-
nized football at FSU, albeit in fl ag football. She 
discovered an intramural team at the school 
and immediately signed up. The foundation 
blocks for a professional career were being set. 
The fl ag football team was amazingly success-
ful with Douglas playing half back and a little 
bit of quarterback. They travelled to New Or-
leans in 1980 to compete in a national champi-
onship. They lost but it only stoked Douglas’ 
competitive fi re.
 “I thought about that game, how we could 
go back next time and fi gure out tendencies,” 
Douglas said. “It made me even more obsessed 
with the game.”
 By her sophomore year at FSU, Douglas 
discovered the school had club rugby. Diffi  cult 
to see in the moment but the two sports, fl ag 
football and rugby were preparing her for what 
would follow. Nevertheless, she played on the 
rugby team at FSU for three years.
 “It was fun, it was like the tackle foot-
ball we played back home,” Douglas said. “It 
helped with tackling even though rugby is a 
diff erent type of game. It’s so quick, it never 
ends and it really helps you think on your feet.”
 Those skills began to peak but when Doug-
las graduated with a degree in Communica-
tions Design and headed to New York City 
to pursue her masters degree. Unfortunately, 
there was no outlet to play. She lived four years 
in the city before she stumbled into a group that 
was playing fl ag football on Fire Island, a sum-
mer beach spot just off  Long Island. They had 
an organized league with eight teams, all from 
the NYC area. The team names changed every 
year. One year they were the Untouchables, 
one year they were the Magic. One year they 
became the Sharks and that team name would 
carry into the next phase of Douglas’ sports ca-
reer. The Sharks won the 1991 International Wo-
mens Flag Football League (IWFFL) champion-
ship in Key West. 
 Eight years later, Douglas got word that 
a group of fl ag football players in Minnesota 
were starting up a tackle league. They already 
had two teams and wanted to setup an exhibi-
tion game against Douglas’ New York Sharks. 
 “Of course we were going to take them up 
on it,” Douglas said. “We had to combine eight 
teams from our league to get enough players 
for one tackle football team. It was interesting 
because we’re taking players that have been at 
war for a decade and suddenly we’re all on the 
same team.”
 The Sharks had from October of 1999 un-
til December 11 of the same year to organize, 
equip and train a team for the exhibition. They 
tapped former New York Jets player Bobby 
Jackson to coach.
 “It was pretty humorous, everyone argued 
about everything and there was a lot of trash 

talking,” Douglas said. “Eventually, Jackson 
snapped us into shape.”
 The Sharks won 12-6 in Douglas’ debut in 
organized tackle football. From there, the exhi-
bition grew into a league. 11 diff erent franchises 
came up for sale, one was the New York Sharks. 
 “I thought that in a city of eight million 
people, someone had to buy this franchise,” 
Douglas said. 
 No one did. As the sand in the hour glass 
slipped away, Douglas knew there was no al-
ternative. She dug $20,000 out of her savings 
and completed her transition from half back to 
quarterback to team owner.
 “There were several moments when I 
thought, ‘What have I done?’” Douglas said. 
“I had no idea how to run a sports team - no 
one did but I had good people around me and 
friends that helped, that stepped up.”
 Douglas noted the eff orts from Crystal Tur-
pin and Dana Sparling as being instrumental, 
especially in the early years of the franchise. 
This was August of 2000. By 2005, Douglas re-
alized that her playing days were over and she 
made the transition to owner-only. Douglas 
sold the team in 2018 but stayed on to support 
them through that last year. It would be in 2018 
that Douglas’ Sharks won the fi rst ever interna-
tional tournament in Birmingham, England.
 “When I told everyone I was selling the 
team in 2017, people started coming out of the 
woodwork wanting to play,” Douglas said. “It 
was absolute magic.”
 The Sharks would win that internation-
al title against the very Minnesota team, the 
Vixens, that challenged them to the exhibi-
tion back in 1999. The Sharks won by the same 
margin as they did in that 1999 exhibition, six 
points. Starting out with the initial allotment of 
11 teams, the league has blossomed to include 
over 100 teams across the country and is gain-
ing popularity in Europe. 
 Now, Douglas lives in New York City and 
is a published author and professional artist. 
Her book Black & Blue: Love, Sports and the 
Art of Empowerment hit book shelves and on-
line retail outlets on July 6 of this year. The book 
is very much anecdotal but takes some fi ctional 
liberties with the timeline and with some mi-
nor characters but Douglas says, “it’s absolute-
ly based off  my experiences.”
 Douglas’ book can be found on Amazon.
com and she will even be in Saint Petersburg on 
Nov. 8 for a book signing.

sciences. “Many of our faculty have been teach-
ing about the legendary women featured in this 
production — Frida Kahlo, Rufi na Amaya, and 
Alfonsina Storni — and we love to have their 
stories brought to life on stage. It is always great 

to engage students outside of the classroom.”
 The theatrical, musical production was a 
play in three acts and Vega, who also is a singer 
and dancer from San Juan, Puerto Rico, relished 
playing the roles of all three women.
 “As Latino women we’re all very diff er-
ent,” she said of the trio of characters. “It’s three 

�ST. LEO: From Page 1A powerful women that went through a lot of 
things in their life and rocked it.”
 Kahlo, the fi rst character introduced to 
the audience, is one of the most famous Latino 
American woman painters and one of the most 
signifi cant Hispanic artists of her time (1907-
1954).
 She was married to Diego Rivera, another 
celebrated painter of his era and she spoke of 
their tempestuous and diffi  cult relationship.
 Kahlo, who contracted polio and survived 
a horrifi c train accident as a teenager, had nu-
merous surgeries and wound up with a limp. 
Vega, whose character began to paint to deal 
with boredom, recounted Kahlo’s trials and 
tribulations, as well as her passions in Spanish 
and English.
 “I survived the accident, but everything 
caged,” Vega described as Kahlo’s character 
from Mexico City. “I was a caged dove … When 
I paint I am in the world I want to be in.”
 Following the fi rst intermission, Saint Leo 
freshman Leigh Schloop expressed her opinion 
on the opening performance: “I thought it was 
kind of cool. My friends are Spanish-speaking, 
so they were translating for me.”
 Act II stirred the most emotion from the 
audience, who at times gasped or sighed at 
the recollection of Rufi na Amaya’s life. Amaya 
escaped to the jungle during the 1981 massacre 
in El Salvador, which took place during that 

country’s civil war.
 An elite unit in the Salvador Army mas-
sacred 700 men, women and children, all of 
whom were civilians. For years governments in 
El Salvador and the United States did not be-
lieve her story until a pair of investigative jour-
nalists and forensics teams proved it to be true.
 “We never thought they would kill 700 
people. The town looked like the dawn of the 
dead,” Vega said as Amaya.
 She then rendered an emotional remem-
brance of the horrifi c ordeal, detailing the rape 
and murder of hundreds of women and girls, 
including her own daughter. The story con-
cluded with her harrowing escape from her vil-
lage to the jungle.
 Lastly, there was the story of Storni, Argen-
tina’s most famous female poet and feminist 
who lived in 1892-1938 before dying of cancer. 
Storni planned out her fi nal days on earth as 
well as her last poem.
 Afterward, students Luis Castro and Di-
ery Melendez shared their opinions of the per-
formance, which included Ju Young Lee on the 
cello, pianist Grace Han and Michael Parola on 
percussion.
 “I just thought it would be interesting,” 
Castro said.
 Melendez especially liked the story of Stor-
ni: “She knew she was going to die and she 
planned everything.”
